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 Clothing
Just a reminder that we do play outside every day and with the cold and wet weather here please make sure your child comes with a warm, waterproof coat and a hat.

Remember the best things to wear for nursery are easily managed clothes for the toilet and shoes that are suitable for climbing outside and that they can manage themselves.  Velcro is ideal.

The children are learning how to put on their own coat and fasten it up, if you can support this at home it would be very helpful.
